DESCI’iptiOH Using various sewing techniques | stitch long leaf
pines along the tops of gourds that have previously
been cut. The opening allows each gourd to dictate
its own unique style, giving the gourd its own
personality. The use of agates, walnut slices, wired
wrapped precious stones are used to enhance the
flow of the sewn pine needles. The color variations
vary from opaque to multiple coats of dye or paint
to give each gourd a layered or impressionistic look.
Each gourd vessel is then coated with a protective
coat to ensure longevity. All colors used are archival
and color fast.
